16 metal
folding chairs were also purchased
to test their suitability and durability
(see photo below).

With our old folding wooden chairs
failing at a steady rate the need to

replace chairs is becoming urgent.

Each chair cost £15 and we need at
least 60 for next year.

Our tent replacement programme
continued with four new tents and
two fly sheets purchased this year.

Other improvements included a set
of 150 plates, bowls and mugs to
replace the badly scratched soft
plastic type we had, and three new
shelving units for the cook marquee.
These not only improved the cook
area but were designed to pack into
a small space for winter storage.
